. Go through the entire passage and record the number of times you see the words, ‘I, my, me,
he, his’ are used.

. What is the first thing the Shepherd does when bringing you rest for your soul? (verses 2-3)

. In your own words, define the word “righteousness.”

. David had his share of near death experiences. Have you ever had a “valley of the shadow
of death” experience? How did God keep you during that experience? (verse 4)

. It has been said that fear is nothing more than “False Evidence Appearing Real”... What do
you fear?

. What two things gave comfort to the psalmist? (verse 4)

. What does a “prepared table” look like to you? (verse 5)

10.If you are a sheep (evidenced by hearing His voice and following His instructions) of the
Shepherd, what benefits do you find in this verse? ( verse 6)
